1972.  Over the past 35-plus years, it has benefited 
numerous local college students, many of whom have gone 
on to become ASHE members after graduation.

Update on Professional Development Requirements in Pennsylvania 
 
   As you may be aware, professional 
engineers, land surveyors and 
geologists in Pennsylvania are 
required to obtain continued 
professional development (CPD) 
credit to renew their licenses in 2011.  
This is effective as of October 1, 
2009.  Unfortunately, the mechanism 
on how this is to be done is still up in 
the air as the enabling legislation has 
not been passed by the Senate as of 
presstime.  It has certainly been the 
topic of considerable confusion. 

   The Section supports the Pennsylvania Society of Professional Engineers’ (PSPE) 
effort to let our elected officials know that we need their assistance on this.  House 
Bill 975, which has been passed by the House last summer, is in Senate committee 
at this time.  We would suggest you contact your Senator and urge that he/she take 
action on this bill.  PSPE has a sample letter in the Legislative Action Center section 
of its website (www.pspe.org) that can be used in this regard.  There is also a 
Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) section at the website with some additional 
information on this issue. 
 
   Please take action and help yourself and your pr ofession.  Your Senator 
needs to know that this is important to all of us.
